In this, our first annual report to the Oakdale
congregation we wish first of all to express our

1. Membership - Past records revealed that there were
memters (resident and non-resident) listed as

of January 1, 1948, During this past year nine

members have come to us by transfer and experience,

1 has been lost by death, and 2 by transfer, leaving
a total listed membership as of January 1, 1949, of 282,
Some of these listed are inactive as far as Oakdale
Church is concerned, but these are teing contacted with
a view to renewal of activity with us or transfer to
other church groups,

IT. Attendance - A ccunted attendance during the past
ten wmoalhs reveals that 9,933 pecnle were present
in all of Ozkdale Church activities, giving a weekly
averace of 207 for that perind of time, The average
attendance at Mofninz Worship for the same period wae
alightly over 80, wh.le the Evening Fellowship Houx
averaged abrut 40 per meeting, These attendance
averages represent a commendable gain during the time
