If you compare our projected budget for 1983 with the 1982 budget you
will notice that we have made a minimum number of changes and additions. We
made a large number of increases in the 1982 budget and they were more than
adequate. Ipn some instances last year's increases will be sufficlent for the
new year and even be large encugh to cover the increases made in other areas
of the new budget. Very often a shortage in one area can be covered by a
surplus in another area. We elwWays try to be as aceurate as possible in
preparing the budget, but many factors such as weather or some unforeseen
incident can affect the budget rather drastically. Also, the pastor's salary
and pension plan are unchanged thus helping to arrive at a figure the same
as for 19582 -- that item being the largest in the budget.

However, we are almost two thousand dollars in the red in our Ceneral
Fund. We have been covering thls by borrowing from the other funds and from
savings which had been set aside for the new roof and improvement to the
parking area. Actually, we were able to pay for the improvements made from
current income, leaving the current shortage actually a bookkeeping matter,
However, 1n the event we should face some unforeseen emergency, such as a new
furnace in the church, we would have to draw on the savings account or ask
for special giving. Wherever you can increase your pledge for 1983 it will
make it that much more possible to meet such emergencies. Also we are st1ll
hoping to add a new Sanctuary in the not-too-distant future.

I can hardly clogse on that note alone as I feel our people, as a econgre-
gation are most genercus In their glving of Ged's tithes and thelr offerings;
and, I feel, it iz a privilege to be a part of this church. MHay the Lord bless
you in 1983 and in the coming years.
